Following the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag, as led by Councilman Sam Quinn. The minutes of the April 9th Caucus and April 14th Council Meeting have been corrected and amended and new copies will be distributed. These minutes will be considered at the June Council meeting.  


President Pauxtis called upon the Mayor, Tom Grady for his report. The Mayor reported that the Meet the Mayor program has been very successful. The May 9th meeting was moved in doors due to inclement weather. There will be a mass for Police Officers at St. Coleman’s Church on May 15th.  Mayor Grady will sponsor Movie night this Friday night featuring Curious George.


Mayor Grady read a prepared statement: (See # 1)



“We are all in this together. 
Whether you agree or disagree, we need to respect and hear each other’s opinions and come together as a community.  Always remember our Borough Council represents us, the people.  Our Borough Council Members Mary Jo, Nancy, Heidi, Matt, Bob, Sam and Andy are our neighbors, friends and family and I trust they will listen to you, read all letters, investigate and after thoughtful and thorough consideration and deliberation make the best decision for all of us and our town.  Please give Council your trust as well and let them decide.  They have sworn to, and I hold a steadfast belief that they will always act in the best interests of our community.
All of which brings me to a gift to our town and a lesson that should not be overlooked.
As a small proud town we can look to our other men in blue as well. Long live Narberth.”  

Ms. Linda Waddell, President of the Board of Trustees of the Narberth Community Library was absent this evening but the regular monthly reports prepared by Librarian Christine Jackson for the month of March 2008 showing receipts, disbursements, and circulation statistics for the month were distributed.  The report shows circulation for the month of 2,654 volumes that is an increase of 428 volumes from last month and an increase of 1,779 volumes from March 2007. The Library’s March 31, 2008 statement of receipts and disbursements shows year to date receipts of $57,146.64 that is below budgeted receipts by $115,095.36. Expenditures for March 2008 totaled $45,024.58 that is below budgeted expenditures by $127,217.42. The March 31, 2008 balance sheet lists assets totaling $74,975.79 comprised of $9,935.03 that is the balance in the Citizen’s Bank Board designated Fund; $5,872.34 which is the balance in the Citizen’s Bank Building Fund; and $38,667.70 which is the balance in the Citizen’s Bank Operating Checking Account; and $20,025.72 which is the balance in the ING Direct account. Other current assets totaled $475.00 (See #2) The Library staff is planning for the summer at the Library, with a Summer Reading Program for all ages.


The Library is planning on participating in the Memorial Day Parade. McLinc will be updating its database called “Authority Control” with a federal grant from LSTA the downtime will be used to weed books from the collection. Science in the summer sponsored by GlaxoSmithKline will feature a course on Genetics.


President Pauxtis read the April 30, 2008 report of the Borough Treasurer, Mrs. Leslie E. Marshall, which was received and was ordered, filed for audit. (See #3) The report shows an opening balance of $300,057.89; receipts of $1,653,361.55; expenditures of $1,904,336.31 and adjustments of +730.82; leaving a closing balance of $49,813.95.  The Trial Balance submitted by the Borough Office is in Balance. (See #4) The Schedule of Invested Funds shows an April 30, 2008 balance of PLIGIT investments of $3,144,864.15. (See # 5)


The April 30, 2008 report of the Borough Tax Collector, Mrs. Regina Watson, was received and ordered filed for audit.  (See #6)  The Tax Collector has collected   87.537% or $2,089,759.26 of the 2008 Real Estate Tax duplicate of $2,387,286.82 leaving an unpaid balance of $297,527.53; 87.537% or $495,416.99 of the 2008 Solid Waste Tax duplicate of $565,951.53 leaving an unpaid balance of $70,534.53; and 86.141% or $161,191.29 of the 2008 Sewer Tax Duplicate of $187,124.94 leaving an unpaid balance of $25,933.32 for bills issued February 1, 2008.


The Borough Solicitor, Marc D. Jonas had no report.


The Borough Manager, William Martin, thanked the first responders Police and Fire Department Volunteers who responded to the call Friday afternoon building collapse. The Fire Company had just this week completed a course on building collapses. The Building and Zoning Committee is working hard with the Narberth Planning Commission and the Solicitor and representatives from the Waetzman Planning group to develop a new commercial zoning ordinance that applies to the retail area of downtown. The combined committee hopes to provide a proposed ordinance to Borough Council within 60 days. The Borough Manager said that no zoning hearings have been scheduled.

Vice-President Nancy Lotz, Chairman of the Building and Zoning Committee, presented the May 12, 2008 report showing permit activity for the month of April 2008: permits issued; cost of permits $1,760.00; cost of construction $87,400.00; 5 jobs completed; 30 building inspections made; no curb and sidewalk permit issued; 3 curb and sidewalk inspections made; 2 use and occupancy certificates issued; no plumbing permits issued, 3 plumbing permits completed; heating equipment permit issued, no heating equipment permits completed. (See # 7)


Michael Quinn, Chairman of the Public Safety Committee presented the May 12, 2008 report of the Narberth Police Department, (See # 8) showing Police statistics for the month of April 2008; The meter violation reports for 2008 shows 322 meter violations for the month. (YTD 1,525) Receipts from parking tickets totaled $4,675.00. (YTD $18,445.00) (See #9) The two-hour zone report shows 84 violations for the month of April 2008 (YTD 452) (See #10) and the Report of District Justice Kathleen Valentine, together with a check in the amount of $46.16 representing collections for the month of March 2008. (See #11)  The report of the Narberth Fire Company for the month of April 2008 was also read. (See #12) The Fire Chief reported 21 calls for the month. (YTD 76)


Councilman Quinn recognized several firemen who were honored at this year’s Fire Company Banquet. Don Hall and George Hofstetter were recognized for 50 years of service, along with Fran Dixon who has completed 4,000 runs and William R. Henderson who has completed 3,500 runs.


Councilman Andy Haakenson, Chairman of the Highway Committee, read the man-hour report for Highway Department, showing 817 man-hours worked for which the Department was paid $14,478.39 for the period March 21, 2008 to April 17, 2008. (See # 13)


Council member Bob Wegbreit, Chairman of the Health and Welfare Committee presented the monthly report of trash and recycling collection for the month of 2008. During the month of 194.090 tons of trash were collected along with 16.010 tons of recyclabes and 30.670 tons of newsprint, cardboard and mixed paper, 7.07 tons of brush and 12.01 tons of leaves.  Costs incurred for the month included $22,992.45 for trash and recycling collection contract;  $13,004.03 tipping fee to the county; $424.20 tipping fee for brush collection; $690.51 recycling tipping and hauling; labor costs totaled $2,382.32 for 102 hours. Receipts for special pickups totaled $250.00.   (See # 14) Spring Clean up week is scheduled for the first full week in June. And the Borough Manager explained the importance of spring clean up week that removes approximately 50 tons of material, and helps to keep down the incidence of residential fires in the Borough. The Borough Manager is also working on requesting local companies to bid on a new 3-year trash and recycling collection contract. 


Council member Bob Wegbreit, presented the May 12, 2008 report showing that during the month of April 2008, there were no dog bites, no cat bites and no communicable diseases reported.  (See # 15) 


Councilwoman Heidi Boise, Chairwoman of the Property Committee, presented the May 12, 2008 report. (See # 16) During the month of April 2008:

1. Repairs have been made to the Sabine Avenue tot-lot equipment including the installation of the new play car, purchased through Miracle Equipment.

2. The members of the Committee have started to pinpoint the locations for the Narberth gateway signs. Once the locations have been finalized, the required mark outs will be requested for utility locations and then the signs will be installed.

3. The new sand diggers have been installed at the Candy Cane City location and the new chains have been installed on all swings.

4. New nets and impact absorption material have been installed on the junior basketball courts on Windsor Avenue.

5. The Property Committee has reviewed the proposal for the landscaping for the Haverford Avenue business district.


Matt Pettigrew, Chairman of the Finance Committee, presented the May 12, 2008 Schedule of Bills covering General Fund expenditures of $581,331.05 and Highway Aid Fund expenditures of $3,807.89. (See #17)   It was moved by Councilman Quinn, seconded by Vice-President Lotz, that Council approve the Schedule, the Borough Treasurer draw checks, be approved by the President of Council, attested by the Borough Secretary, and all bills paid.  Motion carried.


Councilman Bob Wegbreit, Chairman of the Economic Development Committee reported that the three-day sidewalk sale was a very big success, with many of the local merchants reporting increases in sales. The Downtown area was full of people watching the students from Dance Express and residents and visitors attending the Circus.


Councilman Wegbreit said that the Lower Merion School District has posted its re-districting plans on its website. Narberth resident Harris Sokolof who will hold 4 public meetings for individuals to have an opportunity have input into the decision will head the redistricting committee. Narberth residents are urged to express their opinions and attend the meetings to insure that they are properly represented.


The Narberth Civic Association along with the Narberth Business Association will co-sponsor a talk entitled “The Making of Narberth” by Dennis Montagna at St. Margaret’s School on Wednesday May 14th at 7:15 PM., for $5.00 donation.


Councilwoman Boise, Chairman of the Ad-Hoc Bridge Committee had no report


Councilman Haakenson, Chairman of the Ad-Hoc School Building Committee had no report.


President Pauxtis asked if there was any citizen present who wished to address Council on any subject?


C I T I Z E N     C O M M E N T S

There 150 were members of the public present for tonight’s meeting. Forty-four citizens addressed Council this evening. President Pauxtis said that at the Caucus meeting she had appointed an ad-hoc committee to study the Police Agreement with Lower Merion Township. Vice-President Lotz, along with Councilman Quinn and Councilman Wegbreit, will head the Committee. They will gather information and cooperate with the Borough Manager in exchanging data with Lower Merion Township.

They may develop an RFP for police services based upon the exchange of information. The will also have the power to use a consultant to develop information about the Police Department and communications with Lower Merion Township and the citizens of Narberth. Vice President Lotz said she would schedule a meeting after consulting with the other two members at the close of tonight’s meeting. The committee hopes to have a preliminary report by June. Mayor Grady said he was in agreement with the steps to be taken.


President Pauxtis said that there were 32 people that signed up to address Council. President Pauxtis asked that each speaker limit their remarks to approximately 1 and ½ minutes. 

1. David M. Lockwood of 39 Narbrook Park spoke against combining the Narberth Police Department with the Lower Merion Police Department. He said that most of the residents that moved to Narberth moved to the town for the true small town amenities, including having our own Police Department that know the residents. We lead a fragile existence next to a big city. Narberth is a safe town where people walk to friend’s houses to play. People in Narberth do their own gardening.  He asked that Council check the pulse of people before making a final decision. He said he would like to see Narberth float a bond issue to build an indoor pool and fitness center. He asked Council to work together to make Narberth special.

2. Bruce Templeton, Southeast Chairman of Mothers Against Drunk Driving was present this evening to honor Officer Bill Battista for his record of DUI arrests. He has done a great job as an excellent officer in a great small department.

3. Mathew Dalva of 123 Elmwood Avenue a resident for 5 years spoke in favor of keeping the Police Force. He said the uniqueness of Narberth is worth fighting for to preserve the small town feel for our children who look up to police as our heroes.

4. Cindy Zeller of 403 Woodside Avenue a resident of Narberth for 31 years raised 7 children here with the help of the community and the police department. She said that the Police department is essential to the small town feeling and adds to the safe feeling in bringing up our children.

5. Jeff Coursen of 305 Woodside Avenue spoke about the importance of maintaining a local Police Department. He is a professor with Drexel University with access to key statistics on crime and strategies to combat crime. Mr. Coursen distributed copies of his research to all of the members of Council. He outlined crime strategies and crime prevention strategies that were successful for local departments. There are major impacts on property values, caused by changes in crime strategies. There needs to be clarity in decision making so that residents are aware of what strategies are being followed. He emphasized that the Narberth Police Department has been in existence since 1914, and have served with distinction and honor for a long time. He said it would be nice to put a referendum on the Police Department on the ballot, but he understands that Council is elected to represent all represent all of the citizens.

6. Glen Gunther of 415 Dudley Avenue a resident for 50 years spoke in favor of maintaining the local Police Department. He asked that Narberth be kept the way it is.

7. Annette Malandra of 101 Merion Avenue a resident for 14 years said that giving Lower Merion control of the Police Department would give them the ability to keep raising fees and taxes. This is what happened when Narberth lost its own school and ability to regulate its school system and school tax. Narberth will be like a sitting duck with a rifle pointed at its head it will have no choice but to increase taxes to pay Lower Merion Township for Police Services. She said she was in favor of keeping the current Police force, she has been the victim of a violent crime and the Narberth Police responded and came to her aid right away. She personally knows all of the officers and feels very comfortable with their service. Mrs. Malandra asked why would Lower Merion want to come our aid?

8. Mickey Pahler of 103 Merion Avenue and a resident of Narberth for 50 years said she grew up in a small town upstate and moved to Narberth because it had the same small town values including a police department.

9. Diane Tyler of 109 Iona Avenue said she was in favor of keeping the present police department. Her experience with the department has always been positive, the current officers are a valuable asset to the community.

10. John Nardi of 311 Hampden Avenue and a life-long resident said he is a constable and his dealings with the department have always been positive. He described the officers as hometown heroes who should be treated with respect. He said Council should stick by its campaign slogan which is: to keep Narberth: Narberth.

11. Christine Ambrose of 323 Hampden Avenue and an 11-year resident and a single mom said she grew up with traditional values including valuing the local police force as heroes. Once a town looses its police force then there is not much left.

12. Tom Davis of 5 Shirley Road said he believed that six months to evaluate the Lower Merion proposal is too short of a period. He said we have already lost one good officer because she felt that her job was in jeopardy. He said it was not ethical to discuss disbanding the department ant the same time negotiating a new contract.

13. Ed Zelno of 520 North Essex Avenue and the father of a police officer said Council needs to be transparent in making this decision. The importance of the police department is a local issue that needs thorough consideration. He wanted to know why the whole finance committee was not involved in the decision making process. He also mentioned that he is a member of the Municipal Police Pension Fund Trustees and the Narberth Pension Trust has over $1,000,000.00 in assets that are needed to pay future pension costs. He emphasized the need for transparency in making such an important decision.

14. Anne Zelno of 520 North Essex Avenue said it was important to examine the budget presented to Council, as it is traditionally a fat budget that could be trimmed to reduce costs to save the police department. She said this is a quality of life issue and needs serious consideration. The citizens of Narberth should be prepared to pay more for police services.

15. Georgette DuBois, of 111 Price Avenue said after the caucus meeting she made an effort to learn more about the police department. She said it would be helpful if individual officers salaries could be distributed to look at the whole cost of the department including the benefits paid to each officer. She said she appreciated the countless hours that Council spends as volunteers to serve the community.

16. Dana Leeds of 231 North Essex Avenue and a 23-year resident spoke in favor of maintaining the current police department. She suggested placing the question on the ballot as a referendum question. She said she moved to Narberth because it is a small town with traditional values, sidewalks good local services including a good local police department.

17. Kristi Bushner of 101 Shirley Road and an 18-year resident, said the police responded with one and one-half minutes and saved the life of her mother in law when she had a heart attack while visiting her home. She was in favor of maintaining the current police force.

18. Evan Frank of 14 Narbrook Park and a 20-year resident spoke in favor of paying more for keeping the current police department.

19. Rick Margulies of Wynnewood but a former resident of Narberth for many years asked Council to not give the town away. He said he comes back to Narberth every day to do his shopping and patronize the bars and restaurants. He said that if you give the police force to Lower Merion you would get nothing in return.

20. Mike O’Neil of 126 Chestnut Avenue sent a letter that was read by his wife since he is on active military duty. (See #18)

I am currently on active military service and unable to attend the council meeting.  I have asked my wife to read this letter on my behalf.  
 
I am deeply troubled by the council’s actions concerning the Narberth Police Department.   
In the last caucus meeting only one council member, Bob Wegbreit, seemed to emulate the Borough’s catch phrase; slow down, it’s Narberth.  With that in mind, I would like to submit the following for your consideration.  
 
FBI statistics report the national average ratio of full-time law enforcement officers to residents is 2.9 officers per 1000 population[1].  For Narberth that number is 1.4 per 1000 population[2].  In other words, the borough currently maintains less than half the national average in police protection for its residents.  Even so, they do a remarkable job and maintaining this local presence is vital to who we are as a community. 
 
Narberth takes pride in its unique population spectrum; from the influx of new young families, to the elderly life-long residents.  However, boasting about such diversity is meaningless unless an emphasis is placed on serving and protecting our most vulnerable.  
 
The council’s record on this issue is strikingly opposite. For example, the council denied a request for a stop sign to protect school children walking to Merion Elementary. The council failed to take advantage of free funds to educate our teens on the dangers of drugs. Last year, a child was kidnapped in our borough.  Last weekend, an elderly woman was mugged. Yet, at the last caucus meeting the council never addressed the issue of public safety. Had these victims been a council member’s mother or child, I suspect the notion of disbanding the police department would be out of the question. 
 
Rather than focus on strengthening public safety to protect our children, our teens, and our seniors, the council instead chose to make financial issues a priority. I believe this to be negligent, if not irresponsible.  The first question I would have asked the township is what number did you use for the borough to come up with your “combined savings”?  It’s a simple and straightforward question that should have been asked and answered months ago.
 
While most of the residents I’ve spoken with are becoming increasingly frustrated with the lack of transparency, it is clear we all take pride in our police force.  Two years ago, I came to the area in search of a place to raise my family. I was shocked to learn that a 23-year-old woman was bludgeoned to death at work.  The realtor told me, “That was in Ardmore. Narberth is much safer. We have our own police department.”  Indeed, this is a sentiment proudly displayed on the Borough website.  
 
My wife and I chose Narberth, in part, because that would make her feel safer during my Army deployments.  I can tell you saving a few bucks at the expense of Narberth’s most vulnerable is something I will not tolerate in the least.  
 
I urge you to negotiate a fair and adequate contract for Narberth’s finest.

21. Mark O’Donnell of 418 Woodside Avenue said he was in favor of maintaining the current police arrangement. He said the current officers have a combined total of 80 years of experience that can’t be easily replaced by putting newer inexperienced officers in their place. He said the perception of cost savings might show great dollars in the first year but in later years there would be very little savings. He said that undoubtedly Lower Merion would raise the rates each year. He suggested that police services are not the best costs to be outsourced.

22. Xavier Hayden of 108 Dudley Avenue said he is in favor of the current Police department and not using Lower Merion Township officers. He said he is familiar with all of the officers having worked as a prosecutor in Montgomery County. He said he moved to Narberth because of the small town feel and values that includes knowing the local police and encouraging his children to know them also. He said the Narberth Police Department is second to none. He said residents are willing to accept the extra cost to pay for first class police services.

23. Bill Severenson of 103 Rockland Avenue said he applauded Council for taking the initiative to examine the cost of police services.  He looked forward to possible cost saving by the thorough examination of the cost of police services.

24. Rick Savarese of 504 Berkley Road said the election slogan for the last election was to keep Narberth:  Narberth. He said that it was important to preserve the police department as they are.

25. Katherine Kuntz of 531 Dudley Avenue and a 15-year resident asked President Pauxtis to slow down the whole process. She said there is not enough information to make an intelligent decision on such an important issue. She asked that their be enough time to study the situation, examine the data thoroughly and give Council a chance to communicate with the residents.

26. Joe Regan, a 25-year veteran of the Lower Merion Police Department and the FOP bargaining agent said this is the third time he has addressed Council on the issue of maintaining the local police force. He said that the Narberth Police Department has already lost Sue Tredenick who was a good hire and served the department well. He asked that the FOP be included in the decision making process, including the investigation into modifying the agreement with Lower Merion Township. He said he has every respect for Joe Rudolph, but reminded Council that Mr. Rudolph was billing the Borough at $340.00 per hour for negotiating time. He said the FOP is always willing to negotiate and comes to the table without an attorney. He said he has met with Councilman Quinn to answer his questions when he first started on Council. He suggested that the decision to hire an outside consultant was a waste of taxpayer’s money. He said the FOP has always negotiated in good faith and has eliminated the need to go to arbitration. This year there are a lot of pension issues to be discussed; the FOP is always reviewing legislation and lobbying to protect police officers. Mr. Regan said that he feels closeness to all of the officers, since he has worked closely with every officer. Narberth is a good place to live and work.

27. Michael Pelzig of 10 Narbrook Park asked Council not to waste money or time on consultants, he said that the comments provided tonight help to clarify what needs to be done with the Narberth Police Department.

28. Maryann Chestnut of 102 Elmwood Avenue and a 25 year resident was in favor of keeping the current police department, she has raised 4 children in the little village of Narberth, She said it takes a village to raise children because the community including the police department has helped to raise her family.

29. Jennifer Fox of 104 Maple Avenue and a 12-year resident said she has taught her children that the police are our heroes; they are there to maintain the safety of our family. They put their life on the line for us ordinary citizens every day of the year.

30. Georgia Ward of 212 Forrest Avenue and a 20-year resident spoke in favor of keeping the current police force. She mentioned that Officer Conway has helped her with her teenage son and keeps a close eye on him. She said that a decision on keeping the police force should be important enough that it should be made beyond political motivations.

31. Dave Woodward of 26 Narbrook Park spoke in favor of keeping the Narberth Police Department. He said the department has a legacy of over 100 years of service to the community. He emphasized that a rash decision should not be made, it is important to understand the legacy.

32. Dan DiPrinzio of 259 Iona Avenue asked if lights could be put on the playground to make the whole area safer for the children who use all of the facilities.

33. Todd Dillon spoke in favor of keeping a local police department. He is not a resident of Narberth, but has served on several local police forces and favored local control. He said to be careful of the offer from Lower Merion Township, because the residents would suffer a loss of services, and ultimately an increase in the cost.

34. Andria Torres of 109 Price Avenue said that property taxes have increased 3 times in the last 5 years. She said it is important to have a personal relationship with the local police, especially for kids growing up in the community.

35. Kevin Byrne of 228 North Narberth Avenue said it was important to review the budget figures presented to the residents and see other areas that can be cut. He said there was a lot of volunteer help available in the community that can review the budget and make us more self - sufficient.

36. Karla Swatski of 405 Woodside Avenue said she was very upset at the possibility of losing control over the police force, she said that we have already lost control of our schools. She reminded Council that they were elected to represent the local citizens; she said it might be illegal to give up local control of the police force.

37. Cindi Rickards of 208 Iona Avenue said it was important to build relationships with local policeman. She said her children know each policeman personally, she told the story of having her children clocked by the speed device while on their bikes.

38. Debra Holtgiss a 2-year resident said she voted for the current council members because they want to keep Narberth: Narberth. She said it was important for the community to feel safe.

39. Pat Gabor a long time resident said she has raised 4 kids in the town, she said she came back to Narberth because of the strong sense of community, everything is within walking distance and the police department in an integral part of the sense of community.

40. Elisa Abeloff of 6 Stuart Avenue said she has listened to all of the emotional testimony of all of the people who spoke this evening, and wanted the community to remain a safe community, she said that when a community is unsafe, there is tension and residents are scared to speak up.


Under unfinished business President Pauxtis said there was a brief executive session prior to tonight’s Council meeting at the request of Councilman Wegbreit to discuss a letter from Special Council Joe Rudolph concerning contract negotiations with the FOP. Councilman Wegbreit said that the discussions were not complete and their needed to be additional discussions in executive session. President Pauxtis said that the Ad-Hoc committee appointed to review data with Lower Merion Township will continue to meet with the Township and their findings will be discussed in open session so that the public is aware of the information available to the committee. President Pauxtis reminded everyone that there was transparency at all of the Council meetings, and that all of the meetings are public meetings, with a public comment section, so that any citizen can ask any question they wish of Council. She said that she would make sure that copies of the Borough Budget and financial statements are available in the Borough Office and also available at the Narberth Community Library. The public has always had full access to both of these documents.


The Borough Manager said that he has received no new requests for funding for capital projects to be submitted to the Narberth Industrial Development Authority.
