President Daley led the Pledge of Allegiance.


 President Daley said this Special Meeting has been duly advertised to consider a motion to appoint the Narberth Uniform Construction Code Board of Appeals. The Borough of Narberth adopted the Uniform Construction Code on June 14, 2004. Under the provisions of the Uniform Construction an owner or owner’s agent can appeal the decision of the code official.


President Daley announced that Council met in executive session to discuss a matter of potential litigation on Wednesday October 20, 2010 at 7:30 PM.


Council member Nancy Lotz, Chairman of the Building and Zoning Committee said that she would present a resolution later in the meeting appointing the appeals board.PRIVATE 


President Daley asked if there was any citizen present who wished to address Council on any subject?


C I T I Z E N     C O M M E N T S

President Daley said that Council has received a letter from Joe Duckworth concerning the appeal under the Uniform Construction Code.


Joe Duckworth, a resident of #1 Sabine Avenue addressed Council concerning the structure of the appeals board. He objected to the appeal being heard before a board comprised of Lower Merion residents, when there are qualified residents in the Borough of Narberth that could serve on an all Narberth Board.


Mark McSorley, Vice President of Finance for Cornell Homes and a resident of 109 Woodbine Avenue, Narberth addressed council, spoke to Council on behalf of Cornell Homes. He expressed his frustration over the perceived lack of communication from the Borough to resolve this sprinkler issue. He emphasized that he has spent a lot of time trying to resolve this. He volunteered that the Borough should get a second legal opinion in resolving this issue.


Kevin Byrne, a resident of 501 North Wynnewood Avenue said that he wanted to acknowledge the hard work done by Cornell Homes to resolve any issues with his new house. He said that Cornell has always been open and honest about any issues that that has come up in building the new home. He said he was frustrated at the lack of progress in resolving the sprinkler issue and offered his opinion that the Borough sit down at the negotiating table and resolve the issue as soon as possible. He said the last proposal submitted by Cornell homes should be acknowledged and responded to as soon as possible.


R E S O L U T I O N S

         Council member Nancy Lotz moved the adoption of Resolution No. 2010-01 entitled:

Councilman Quinn seconded the passage of this resolution. There was discussion about the make-up the board. Councilwoman Lotz noted that all of the members are Lower Merion residents.


Council met briefly in executive session with Solicitor Jonas to discuss the possible legal issues relating to the creation of the Board of Appeals.


Following the executive session Council voted by unanimous voice to approve the creation of the board as described in the resolution.


There being no further business to come before Council this morning, President Daley entertained a motion to adjourn, so moved by Council Member Nancy Lotz, seconded by Councilman Quinn. Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 10:15 A.M.
